Castro Street is one of the busiest pedestrian streets in the City Weekend volumes peak in the late afternoon, and on Weekday volumes are lower, peaking during the evening
some blocks trend upwards in the late evening commute hours.

Counts of stationary activities - people using sidewalk, but not walking - were conducted once an hour on a Saturday between 8 AM and 10PM. Locations are approximate and adjusted to illustrate larger concentrations of people
