The firm of Hammett & Edison, Inc., Consulting Engineers, has been retained on behalf of
AT&T Mobility, a personal wireless telecommunications carrier, to evaluate proposed modifications
to its existing base station (Site No. CN5543) located at 730 Polk Street in San Francisco, California,
for compliance with appropriate guidelines limiting human exposure to radio frequency (“RF”)

electromagnetic fields.

Background

The San Francisco Department of Public Health has adopted a 10-point checklist for determining
compliance of proposed WTS facilities or proposed modifications to such facilities with prevailing
safety standards.

The drawings show the proposed antennas to be installed as described in Item 4 above. There were
noted no buildings of similar height nearby.

For a person anywhere at ground, the maximum ambient RF exposure level due to the proposed
AT&T operation is calculated to be 0.0063 mW/cm?2, which is 1.2% of the applicable public exposure
limit. Ambient RF levels at the site are therefore estimated to be below 2% of the limit. The three-
dimensional perimeter of RF levels equal to the public exposure limit is calculated to extend up to
55 feet out from the antenna faces and to much lesser distances above, below, and to the sides; this
does not reach the roof of the building or any publicly accessible areas.

Due to their mounting locations, the AT&T antennas would not be accessible to the general public,

Based on the information and analysis above, it is the undersigned’s professional opinion that the
proposed operation of the AT&T Mobility base station located at 730 Polk Street in San Francisco,
California, will comply with the prevailing standards for limiting public exposure to radio frequency
energy and, therefore, will not for this reason cause a significant impact on the environment. The
highest calculated level in publicly accessible areas is much less than the prevailing standards allow
for exposures of unlimited duration. This finding is consistent with measurements of actual exposure
conditions taken at other operating base stations. Posting explanatory signs is recommended to

establish compliance with occupational exposure limitations.

ADOPTING FINDINGS RELATING TO THE APPROVAL OF A CONDITIONAL USE
AUTHORIZATION UNDER PLANNING CODE SECTION 712.83 TO INSTALL A WIRELESS
TELECOMMUNICATIONS SERVICE FACILITY CONSISTING OF UP TO NINE PANEL
ANTENNAS AND RELATED EQUIPMENT ON AN EXISTING FOUR-STORY
COMMERCIAL BUILDING AS PART OF AT&T’S WIRELESS TELECOMMUNICATIONS
NETWORK WITHIN THE NC-3 (MODERATE-SCALE NEIGHBORHOOD COMMERCIAL)
DISTRICT AND A 130-E HEIGHT AND BULK DISTRICT.

PREAMBLE

On December 8, 2010, Evan Shepherd Reiff for AT&T Mobility (hereinafter "Project Sponsor"),
made an application (hereinafter "application"), for Conditional Use Authorization on the
property at 730 Polk Street, Lot 018 in Assessor's Block 0740, (hereinafter "project site") to install a
wireless telecommunications service facility consisting of up to nine panel antennas and related
equipment on an existing four-story commercial building as part of AT&T’s wireless
telecommunications network within the NC-3 (Moderate-Scale Neighborhood Commercial)
District and the 130-E Height and Bulk District.

The project is exempt from the California Environmental Quality Act (“CEQA”) as a Class 3

categorical exemption (Section 15303 of the California Environmental Quality Act). The
Commission has reviewed and concurs with said determination. The categorical exemption and
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all pertinent documents may be found in the files of the Planning Department (hereinafter
“Department”), as the custodian of records, at 1650 Mission Street, San Francisco.

On September 8, 2011, the San Francisco Planning Commission (hereinafter “Commission”)
conducted a duly noticed public hearing at a regularly scheduled meeting on the application for a
Conditional Use authorization.

The Commission has heard and considered the testimony presented to it at the public hearing
and has further considered written materials and oral testimony presented on behalf of the
applicant, department staff, and other interested parties.

MOVED, that the Commission hereby authorizes the Conditional Use in Application No.
2010.1084C, subject to the conditions contained in “EXHIBIT A” of this motion, based on the
following findings:

FINDINGS

Having reviewed the materials identified in the preamble above, and having heard all testimony
and arguments, this Commission finds, concludes, and determines as follows:

1. The above recitals are accurate and constitute findings of this Commission.

2. Site Description and Present Use. The project is located on the southeast corner of the
intersection of Polk and Ellis Streets, Assessor’s Block 0740, Lot 018. This site is within
the NC-3 (Moderate-Scale Neighborhood Commercial) Zoning District and a 130-E
Height and Bulk District. The project site contains a four-story commercial building,
which was built in 1922 and covers the entire site. The subject building is entirely
commercial and contains the offices of a non-profit organization.

3. Surrounding Properties and Neighborhood. The area surrounding the project site is
mixed-use in character. A variety of commercial establishments are located within
ground floor storefronts in the Polk Street corridor, including restaurants, bars, apparel
stores, convenience stores, and other types of retailers. Buildings in the vicinity typically
range from one to five stories in height, with some taller structures scattered throughout
the area. Upper floors of buildings are generally occupied by offices or high-density
residential units. Larger scale retail uses, tourist hotels, and residential uses are situated
along the Van Ness Corridor to the west, while the Civic Center is located approximately
two blocks south of the project site.

4. Project Description. The proposal is to remove an existing microcellular AT&T Mobility
wireless telecommunications service (“WTS”) installation and replace it with a macro
WTS facility. The macro WTS facility would consist of a maximum of nine panel
antennas located on a rooftop penthouse structure along with equipment located in an
internal storage room of the subject building. The proposed antennas would measure
approximately 51.5 inches high by 11.9 inches wide by 7.1 inches thick. All nine antennas
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5. Past History and Actions. The Planning Commission established guidelines for the
installation of wireless telecommunications facilities in 1996 (“Guidelines”). These
Guidelines set forth the land use policies and practices that guide the installation and
approval of wireless facilities throughout San Francisco. A large portion of the
Guidelines was dedicated to establishing location preferences for these installations. The
Board of Supervisors, in Resolution No. 635-96, provided input as to where wireless
facilities should be located within San Francisco. The Guidelines were updated by the
Commission in 2003, requiring community outreach, notification, and detailed
information about the facilities to be installed.!

Section 8.1 of the Guidelines outlines Location Preferences for wireless facilities. There
are five primary areas were the installation of wireless facilities should be located:

1. Publicly-used Structures: such facilities as fire stations, utility structures, community
facilities, and other public structures;

2. Co-Location Site: encourages installation of facilities on buildings that already have
wireless installations;

3. Industrial or Commercial Structures: buildings such as warehouses, factories,
garages, service stations;

4. Industrial or Commercial Structures: buildings such as supermarkets, retail stores,
banks; and

5. Mixed Use Buildings in High Density Districts: buildings such as housing above
commercial or other non-residential space.

Before the Planning Commission can review an application to install a wireless facility,
the project sponsor must submit a five-year facilities plan, which must be updated
biannually, an emissions report and approval by the Department of Public Health,
Section 106 Declaration of Intent, a submittal checklist and details about the facilities to
be installed.

Under Section 704(B)(iv) of the 1996 Federal Telecommunications Act, local jurisdictions
cannot deny wireless facilities based on Radio Frequency (RF) radiation emissions so
long as such facilities comply with the FCC’s regulations concerning such emissions.

On September 8, 2011, the Commission conducted a duly noticed public hearing at a
regularly scheduled meeting on the application for a Conditional Use authorization

1 PC Resolution 16539, passed March 13, 2003.
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pursuant to Planning Code Section 712.83 to install a wireless telecommunications facility
consisting of up to nine panel antennas and related equipment on an existing four-story
commercial building as part of AT&T’s wireless telecommunications network.

6. Location Preference. The WTS Facilities Siting Guidelines identify different types of
buildings for the siting of wireless telecommunications facilities. Under the Guidelines,
the Project is a Location Preference Number 4, as it is a preferred location for an
industrial or commercial structures.

7. Radio Waves Range. The Project Sponsor has stated that the proposed wireless network
will transmit calls by radio waves operating in the 1710 - 2170 Megahertz (MHZ) bands,
which is regulated by the Federal Communications Commission (FCC) and which must
comply with the FCC-adopted health and safety standards for electromagnetic radiation
and radio frequency radiation.

8. Radiofrequency (RF) Emissions: The project sponsor retained Hammett & Edison, Inc.,
a radio engineering consulting firm, to prepare a report describing the expected RF
emissions from the proposed facility. Pursuant to the Guidelines, the Department of
Public Health reviewed the report and determined that the proposed facility complies
with the standards set forth in the Guidelines.

9. Department of Public Health Review and Approval. The proposed project was referred
to the Department of Public Health (DPH) for emissions exposure analysis. Existing RF
levels at ground level were around 1% of the FCC public exposure limit. There were no
other antennas observed within 100 feet of this site. AT&T Mobility proposes to install
nine new antennas. The antennas will be mounted at a height of 70 feet above the
ground. The estimated ambient RF field from the proposed AT&T Mobility transmitters
at ground level is calculated to be 0.0063 mW/sq cm., which is 1.2% of the FCC public
exposure limit. The three dimensional perimeter of RF levels equal to the public
exposure limit extends 55 feet and does not reach any publicly accessible areas. Warning
signs must be posted at the antennas and roof access points in English, Spanish, and
Chinese. Workers should not have access to within five feet of the front of the antennas
while in operation.

10. Maintenance Schedule. The proposed facility would operate without on-site staff but
with a two-person maintenance crew visiting the property approximately once a month
and on an as-needed basis to service and monitor the facility.

11. Community Outreach. Per the Guidelines, the project sponsor held a Community
Outreach Meeting for the proposed project. The meeting was held at 7:00 p.m. on
February 24, 2011 at the Tenderloin Recreation Center, located at 570 Ellis Street.

12. Five-year plan: Per the Guidelines, the project sponsor submitted its latest five-year plan,
as required, in April 2011.
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13. Public Comment. The Department has not received public comment on the project.

14. Planning Code Compliance. The Commission finds that the Project is consistent with
the relevant provisions of the Planning Code in the following manner:

A. Use. Per Planning Code Section 712.83, a Conditional Use authorization is required
for the installation of other uses such as wireless transmission facilities.

15. Planning Code Section 303 establishes criteria for the Planning Commission to consider
when reviewing applications for Conditional Use approval. On balance, the project does
comply with said criteria in that:

A. The proposed new uses and building, at the size and intensity contemplated and at
the proposed location, will provide a development that is necessary or desirable, and
compatible with, the neighborhood or the community.

i Desirable: San Francisco is a leader of the technological economy; it is important and
desirable to the vitality of the city to have and maintain adequate telecommunications
coverage and data capacity. This includes the installation and upgrading of systems to
keep up with changing technology and increases in usage. It is desirable for the City to
allow wireless facilities to be installed.

The proposed project at 730 Polk Street will be generally desirable and compatible with
the surrounding neighborhood because the project will not conflict with the existing uses
of the property and will be of such size and nature to be compatible with the surrounding
nature of the vicinity. The approval of this authorization has been found, first and
foremost, to insure public safety, and insure that the placement of antennas and related
support and protection features are so located, designed, and treated architecturally to
minimize their visibility from public places, to avoid intrusion into public vistas, avoid
disruption of the architectural design integrity of building and insure harmony with
neighborhood character. The project has been reviewed and determined to not cause the
removal or alteration of any significant architectural features on the subject building.

ii  Necessary: In the case of wireless installations, there are two criteria that the Commission
reviews: coverage and capacity.

Coverage: San Francisco does have sufficient overall wireless coverage (note that this is
separate from carrier service). It is necessary for San Francisco to have as much coverage
as possible in terms of wireless facilities. Due to the topography and tall buildings in San
Francisco, unique coverage issues arise because the hills and building break up coverage.
Thus, telecommunication carriers often install additional installations to make sure
coverage is sufficient.

Capacity: While a carrier may have adequate coverage in a certain area, the capacity may
not be sufficient. With the continuous innovations in wireless data technology and
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demand placed on existing infrastructure, individual telecommunications carriers must
upgrade and in some instances expand their facilities network to be able to have proper
data distribution. It is necessary for San Francisco, as a leader in technology, to have
adequate capacity.

The proposed project at 730 Polk Street is necessary in order to achieve sufficient street
and in-building mobile phone coverage. Recent drive tests in the subject area conducted
by the AT&T Mobility Radio Frequency Engineering Team provide conclusive evidence
that the subject property is the most viable location, based on factors including quality of
coverage, population density, land use compatibility, zoning and aesthetics. The proposed
coverage area will serve the vicinity bounded by Van Ness Avenue, O’Farrell Street,
Larkin Street and Turk Street, as indicated in the coverage maps. This facility will fill in
the gaps to improve coverage in the project area, as well as to provide necessary facilities
for emergency transmission and improved communication for the neighborhood,
community and the region.

B. The proposed project will not be detrimental to the health, safety, convenience or
general welfare of persons residing or working in the vicinity. There are no features
of the project that could be detrimental to the health, safety or convenience of those
residing or working the area, in that:

i Nature of proposed site, including its size and shape, and the proposed size,
shape and arrangement of structures;

The proposed project must comply with all applicable Federal and State requlations to
safeguard the health, safety and to ensure that persons residing or working in the vicinity
will not be affected, and prevent harm to other personal property.

The Department of Public Health conducted an evaluation of potential health effects from
Radio Frequency radiation, and has concluded that the proposed wireless transmission
facilities will have no adverse health effects if operated in compliance with the FCC-
adopted health and safety standards. The Department has received information that the
proposed wireless system must be operated so as not to interfere with radio or television
reception in order to comply with the provisions of its license under the FCC.

The Department is developing a database of all such wireless communications facilities
operating or proposed for operation in the City and County of San Francisco. All
applicants are now required to submit information on the location and nature of all
existing and approved wireless transmission facilities operated by the Project Sponsor.
The goal of this effort is to foster public information as to the location of these facilities.

ii The accessibility and traffic patterns for persons and vehicles, the type and
volume of such traffic, and the adequacy of proposed off-street parking and
loading;
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No increase in traffic volume is anticipated with the facilities operating unmanned, with
a single maintenance crew visiting the site once a month or on an as-needed basis.

iii The safeguards afforded to prevent noxious or offensive emissions such as noise,
glare, dust and odor;

While some noise and dust may result from the erection of the antennas and transceiver
equipment, noise or mnoxious emissions from continued use are not likely to be
significantly greater than ambient conditions due to the operation of the wireless
communication network.

iv Treatment given, as appropriate, to such aspects as landscaping, screening, open
spaces, parking and loading areas, service areas, lighting and signs;

The proposed antennas are proposed to be installed on the existing penthouse and
screened with a screen wall. The proposal, located over 70 feet above grade, is small in
size and is minimally visible at the pedestrian level. The project will not affect the
existing landscaping.

C. That the use as proposed will comply with the applicable provisions of the Planning
Code and will not adversely affect the General Plan.

The Project complies with all relevant requirements and standards of the Planning Code and
is consistent with objectives and policies of the General Plan as detailed below.

D. That the use as proposed would provide development that is in conformity with the
purpose of the applicable Neighborhood Commercial District.

The proposed project is consistent with the stated purpose of the NC-3 District in that the
intended use is located in an existing building approximately 70 feet tall and set back from the
street frontage.

16. General Plan Compliance. The Project is, on balance, consistent with the following
Objectives and Policies of the General Plan

HOUSING ELEMENT

BALANCE HOUSING CONSTRUCTION AND COMMUNITY INFRASTRUCTURE
OBJECTIVE 12 - BALANCE HOUSING GROWTH WITH ADEQUATE
INFRASTRUCTURE THAT SERVES THE CITY’S GROWING POPULATION.

POLICY 12.2 — Consider the proximity of quality of life elements, such as open space,
child care, and neighborhood services, when developing new housing units.
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POLICY 123 - Ensure new housing is sustainable supported by the City’s public
infrastructure systems.

The project will improve AT&ET Mobility coverage in residential, commercial and recreational
areas along primary transportation routes in San Francisco.

URBAN DESIGN
HUMAN NEEDS

OBJECTIVE 4 - IMPROVEMENT OF THE NEIGHBORHOOD ENVIRONMENT TO

The Project adequately “stealths” the proposed antennas with installation of a screen wall on the
penthouse elevations where the antennas will be installed, while related equipment would be
located within the building. The antennas are minimally visible from the street.

The Project would cause no displacement of industrial and service sector activity.

Additionally, mounting the antennas on a rooftop feature would not affect any character-
defining features of the building. By minimizing the visibility of the proposed antennas and
mounting the antennas on a secondary rooftop structure, the project would not significantly
alter the subject building, which is considered to be a historic resource.

That our parks and open space and their access to sunlight and vistas be protected
from development.

The Project will have no adverse impact on parks or open space, or their access to sunlight or
vistas.

18. The Project is consistent with and would promote the general and specific purposes of
the Code provided under Section 101.1(b) in that, as designed, the Project would
contribute to the character and stability of the neighborhood and would constitute a

beneficial development.

19. The Commission hereby finds that approval of the Determination of Compliance

authorization would promote the health, safety and welfare of the City.

The Commission, after carefully balancing the competing public and private interests, and based
upon the Recitals and Findings set forth above, in accordance with the standards specified in the
Code, hereby approves the Conditional Use authorization under Planning Code Sections 712.83
and 303 to install up to nine panel antennas and associated equipment cabinets at the Project Site
and as part of a wireless transmission network operated by AT&T Mobility on a Location
Preference Four (Preferred Location — Industrial or Commercial Structures) according to the
Wireless Telecommunications Services (WTS) Siting Guidelines, within a NC-3 (Moderate-Scale
Neighborhood Commercial) Zoning District and a 130-E Height and Bulk District and subject to
the conditions of approval attached hereto as Exhibit A.

b. Document testing that demonstrates that the facility will not cause any potential
exposure to RF emissions that exceed adopted FCC emission standards for human
exposure in uncontrolled areas.

c. The Project Implementation Report shall compare test results for each test point with
applicable FCC standards.

PROJECT DESCRIPTION

The proposal is to remove an existing microcellular AT&T Mobility wireless telecommunications service
(“WTS”) installation and replace it with a macro WTS facility. The macro WTS facility would consist of a
maximum of nine panel antennas located on a rooftop penthouse structure along with equipment located
in an internal storage room of the subject building as part of AT&T Mobility’s telecommunications
network. The antennas are proposed on a Location Preference 4 Site (Preferred Location — Wholly
Macro WTS installations
such as the proposed installation require Conditional Use authorization in all Neighborhood Commercial

Industrial or Commercial Structure) according to the WTS Siting Guidelines.!

The proposed antennas would measure approximately 51.5 inches high by 11.9 inches wide by 7.1 inches
thick.

A new radio frequency-friendly screen wall
would be installed on the north, east and west facades of the penthouse to screen the antennas from
public view.

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SITE DESCRIPTION AND PRESENT USE

The project is located on the southeast corner of the intersection of Polk and Ellis Streets, Assessor’s Block
0740, Lot 018. This site is within the NC-3 (Moderate-Scale Neighborhood Commercial) Zoning District
and a 130-E Height and Bulk District. The project site contains a four-story commercial building, which
was built in 1922 and covers the entire site. The subject building is entirely commercial and contains the
offices of a non-profit organization.

SURROUNDING PROPERTIES AND NEIGHBORHOOD

The area surrounding the project site is mixed-use in character. A variety of commercial establishments
are located within ground floor storefronts in the Polk Street corridor, including restaurants, bars,
apparel stores, convenience stores, and other types of retailers. Buildings in the vicinity typically range
from one to five stories in height, with some taller structures scattered throughout the area. Upper floors
of buildings are generally occupied by offices or high-density residential units.
